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A Few Words from Pastor Wendy 

Reflection verses for the month:  When the day of Pentecost had come, they were all together in one 

place.  And suddenly from heaven there came a sound like the rush of a violent wind, and it filled 

the entire house where they were sitting. Divided tongues, as of fire, appeared among them, and a 

tongue rested on each of them.  All of them were filled with the Holy Spirit and began to speak in 

other languages, as the Spirit gave them ability. – Acts 2:1-4 

What comes after the joy of Easter?  Power and mission.  For the seven weeks we have been joyfully 

celebrating the good news that Jesus is risen. We have been reflecting on some of the many ways that 

the good news of Easter affects our lives by assuring us that every end in God’s hands can be a trans-

formative new beginning.   

And now, the Easter season will end with the Day of Pentecost – a day that crowns the good news of 

Jesus’ resurrection with the pouring out of the Spirit of resurrection life on God’s people.  The Spirit 

first given on Pentecost fills Jesus’ followers with the power that creates faith in God’s gracious love 

for us; that provides direction and guidance for our lives; and that provides the energy, creativity, 

perseverance and courage necessary to do what God’s Spirit asks. 

The intensity and force of that Spirit is described as violent wind and tongues of fire.  This is no gen-

tle spring breeze that ruffles our hair but leaves us unmoved!  It is a titanic force capable of moving 

everything – including us – to be God’s people in the world. Why is emphasizing the Spirit’s forceful-

ness important?  Because we so often suffer from inertia and paralysis.  We’re afraid, so we don’t do 

what God asks.  Or we’re just so comfortable that we’d rather stay put.  So God’s Spirit is a mighty 

Spirit that disturbs us, rattles us, sweeps us away, sets us on fire.  We need such a mighty Spirit to set 

us in motion, and to keep us moving, once we’re in motion. 

It’s not unusual in congregations to forget that God intends us to be going someplace and to be up 
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and doing in Jesus’ name.  While Christian faith requires times of stillness and 

silence in order to hear God’s voice, we listen for God’s voice so that we can get 

up and live as God directs.  And God directs us to believe that we can do more 

than we think we can.  We can take on big, hairy tasks in Jesus’ name, because 

of the Holy Spirit.  Those tasks may begin small, like the mustard seed of Jesus’ 

parable.  Nonetheless, those mustard-seed beginnings can become amazing ir-

ruptions of the Spirit that love and bless others in transformative ways. 

The Transition Team has been getting acquainted and being trained in their 

work.  In not too much time, they will be planning events and asking the con-

gregation to participate. Working from the power of the Spirit, they will ask the 

congregation to get up and move in Spirit-led ways.  The temptation will be to 

stay comfortable or to be afraid.  So we are called to remember that the Spirit 

can and will get us moving – for the Spirit has important work for this congre-

Mr. & Mrs. Mallard were spotted in the front curbside topographical declination (that’s drainage 

ditch to local natives) this past week.  Mr. appeared be looking for the 50’ pine tree that once stood 

nearby.

At the January Congregational meeting, we the congregation voted to begin a discernment process to 

decide together what the future of the GST congregation will look like. The GST Transition team has 

met three times, starting in March. We attended a training where we learned and practiced One-to-One 

interviews to get to know people and to ask specific questions on what they need in their spiritual and 

local community. We also were introduced to a new data gathering tool, the Vitality Survey, that helps 

give congregations an idea of how healthy their congregation is BEYOND membership growth and fi-

nancial sustainability. We have gotten to know one another better, building our trust within our group 

so we can ask the hard questions and feel safe in speaking what we see as truth.  We have read articles 

on the history of the Church and the “changing landscape of American churches”, where we got a 

glimpse of the larger picture of how the Church is changing. We learned that GST is not alone, as 

change is happening in EVERY denomination all around the US.  

We meet twice a month, and have outlined a schedule of tasks, for ourselves and for the congregation. 

Our goal through the next 9 months is to: 

Learn Who We Are – looking at where we have come from and where we are currently in regards to: 

history (highs and lows at church) of the congregation, current assets (financial, physical and 

people) and congregational energy. 

Learn Who Our Neighbor Is– looking at our physical and social media “neighborhood” and identify-

ing strengths and needs in our community.  

Discern what God is calling us to do – discerning TOGETHER AS A CONGREGATION, not the 

Transition Team or Council only – what we are called to do.  

FROM THERE – we can see what staffing and physical building needs are required to create our 

combined vision for Good Shepherd Trinity.  

The Transition Team is very excited to really delve into this process to hear what our combined congre-

gation is hearing deep in their bones as their calling. Whatever the outcome, we will have made the 

journey and decision together, with the Holy Spirit breathing on us, and through us, as we embark on 

this journey together.

FINANCIAL UPDATE  FIRST QUARTER, 2016 

Following is a brief financial update for the first quarter of this year.  Year to date expenses were $54,249 

while year to date income was $43,654.  While expenses were higher than income this is directly related to a 

few things.  In March a check for almost $6,500 was cut as a down payment on the cost of replacing our fire 

doors.  This is something mandated by the City of Milwaukee Inspector.   In addition, the first quarter of the 

year saw heavy spending on utilities as well as snow removal.  These expenses will go down significantly in 

the coming months.  We have had enough money to “pay the bills” from our General Operating Fund.  Noth-

ing had to be taken from other fund sources.   

Income at this point is over budget.  Current income is $43,654 compared to budgeted income of $38,394.  

Some of this is accounted for by noting that “”pledges” are about $7,000 over budget.  We know this occurs 

because some individuals who are members of the church give regularly but do not pledge.  In addition, we 

are also thankful to the individuals who have pledged and are keeping current with their pledges.
